What will your child be learning about this half term? 
 

In English we will be reading, ‘The Lost Words’ ‘Finding Neverland’ and ‘I am Malala’. We will be writing in 

different genres including an influential speech on gender equality, a blog as Malala, a nature poem and a newspaper 

article. We will be focusing on learning the following grammar rules: To use a range of devices to build cohesion, to 

use verb tenses consistently and correctly and to use a range of punctuation accurately. 
 

In Maths, we will be focusing on place value, reading, writing and ordering numbers up to 10 million and written 

methods for 4 operations. 
 

Our topic in science is Evolution and inheritance.
